Tone 4
(for the Resurrection) 

We glorify Your Resurrection on the third day, O Christ God,
by always honoring Your life-creating Cross;

by it You have renewed the corrupted nature of mankind, O almighty One.
By it You have renewed our entrance to heaven,//

for You are good and the Lover of mankind.
v. (9) The righteous will surround me; for You will deal bountifully with me. 

You loosed the Tree's verdict of disobedience, O Savior,

by being voluntarily nailed to the tree of the Cross.
By descending to hell, O almighty God,

You broke the bonds of death.
Therefore, we adore Your Resurrection from the dead, singing in joy://

“Glory to You, O all powerful Lord!”
v. (8) Out of the depths I cry to You, O Lord.  Lord, hear my voice! 

You smashed the gates of hell, O Lord,

and by Your death You demolished the kingdom of death.
You delivered the human race from corruption,//

granting the world life, incorruption and great mercy.

v. (7) Let Your ears be attentive to the voice of my supplications!

(for the Resurrection, by Anatolios)

Come, O people,
let us sing of the Savior's Resurrection on the third day!

By it, we have been freed from the unbreakable bonds of hell.

By it, we have received life and incorruption.

Save us by Your Resurrection!//

Life-creating and almighty Savior, glory to You!

v. (6) If You, O Lord, should mark iniquities, Lord, who could stand?  But there is forgiveness with You. 

Tone 6       (for the Fathers)
  (Despairing for her life)
You were begotten from the Father before the Morning Star,

but Arius taught wrongly that You were created.

In his ignorance he designated You as a creature,

yet the Fathers of the Council in Nicea, O Lord, 

proclaimed that You are the Son of God,//

co-enthroned with the Father and the Holy Spirit.

v. (5) For Your name's sake I have waited for You, O Lord, my soul has waited for Your word; my soul has hoped on the Lord. 

(Repeat: You were begotten from the Father …”)

v. (4) From the morning watch until night, from the morning watch,  let Israel hope on the Lord! 
O honored Fathers,

you skillfully stitched together the garment of Christ, 

which had been divided and torn apart by barking dogs.

You found it unbearable to see His nakedness,

as, of old, Shem and Japheth could not bear to see the nakedness of their


father.

You put to shame the wretchedness of Arius and those who agreed with 

him,//

and who professed the madness that bears his name.

v. (3) For with the Lord there is mercy and with Him is plenteous redemption, and He will deliver Israel from all his iniquities.

(Repeat: “O honored Fathers …”)
v. (2) Praise the Lord, all nations!  Praise Him, all peoples!

The Macedónians and Nestórians, the Eutýchians and Dióscorenes,

the Appolinárians, Sabéllians, and Séverans, 

who were revealed as oppressive wolves in sheep’s skins,

you, as true shepherds, drove far away from the Savior’s flock,

having stripped the thrice-wretched ones of their sheep’s skins.//

Therefore, we call you blessed, O holy Fathers.
v. (1) For His mercy is abundant towards us; and the truth of the Lord endures for ever. 

(Repeat: “The Macedonians and Nestorians, …”)
Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit;

Tone 6   
(for the Holy Fathers)
Idiomelon
Today let us praise the mystical trumpets of the Spirit,

the God-bearing Fathers, who stand in the midst of the Church, singing

true theology,

praising the changeless Trinity.

They laid low the errors of Arius and upheld the Orthodox Faith.//

They always entreat the Lord to have mercy on our souls.

 (Theotokion – Dogmatikon)

The Prophet David was a Father of the Lord through you, 
O Virgin.
He foretold in songs the One Who worked wonders in you:

“At Your right hand stood the Queen,”

Your Mother, the mediatrix of life, 
since God was freely born of her without a father.
He wanted to renew His fallen image, made corrupt in passion,

so He took the lost sheep upon His shoulder

and brought it to His Father, joining it to the heavenly pow’rs.//

Christ who has great and rich mercy has saved the world, O Theotokos.

convicted; 

Nestórius, Eutýches, Dióscorus, Sabéllius, and Séverus were judged. 

O Lord, deliver us from these powers, we pray,//

and preserve our lives in peace!

Tone 3 - (Theotokion)  

By the will of the Father, 

without seed, of the Holy Spirit you conceived the Son of God.

He was born of the Father before eternity without a mother,

but now for our sake He came from you without a father!//

Do not cease entreating Him to deliver our souls from harm!

Tone 4

(for the Resurrection)

By ascending the Cross, O Lord,

“Woe to us!  Our Savior, King of all,

how were You stolen?

What place can hold Your life-bearing body?”
An Angel replied to them:

granting us joy as the only compassionate One!”
