Apostle Simon the Zealot (1st cent)

(Transferred from May 10)

“Lord I Call...”    Tone 1

Lord, I call upon Thee, hear me! 

Hear me, O Lord!

Lord, I call upon Thee, hear me!

Receive the voice of my prayer,

when I call upon Thee!//

Hear me, O Lord!

Let my prayer arise

in Thy sight as incense,

and let the lifting up of my hands 

be an evening sacrifice!//

Hear me, O Lord! 

v. (8) Out of the depths I cry to Thee, O Lord. Lord, hear my voice!

Tone 1
(from the Pentecostarion) 
(Joy of the Heavenly Hosts)
The Creator of all and Giver of life,

the Word co-eternal with the divine Father,

Who willed to take flesh from the Virgin, becoming a Man,//

has manifested the ineffable teachings of wisdom to all!

v. (7) Let Thine ears be attentive to the voice of my supplications!
In the midst of the Jewish feast, O Christ,

Thou stoodest in the Temple, O Master of the law,

teaching with authority and refuting the scribes,

since it was of Thee that Moses wrote,//

amazing all with the wisdom of Thy words and wondrous signs!

v. (6) If Thou, O Lord, shouldest mark iniquities, Lord, who could stand? But there is forgiveness with Thee. 

The Giver of wisdom and Bestower of blessings

pouring out divine streams from the inexhaustible fountain, cried:

“Come to me, all who thirst, and draw the water of life!//

Rivers of divine grace shall flow from you!”
v. (5) For Thy name’s sake have I waited for Thee, O Lord, my soul has waited for Thy word; my soul has hoped on the Lord. 
Tone 4
(for Simon the Zealot)  (Thou hast given us a sign)

The wondrous Simon, boast of the Apostles,

passed across the earth like a brilliant lightning bolt.

He dispelled the darkness of idolatry

with his saving, brilliant and divine teachings!

He enlightened all people to glorify one God in three Persons,//

indivisible and undivided. 

v. (4) From the morning watch until night, from the morning watch, let Israel hope on the Lord!

(Repeat: ““The wondrous Simon, …” )

v. (3) For with the Lord there is mercy and with Him is plenteous redemption, and He will deliver Israel from all his iniquities.

Like a rolling wheel, the blessed Simon

ran swiftly through the ends of the earth!

He burned away the madness of idolatry from all the land,

lighting brilliant beacons with piety,

he kindled luminous fires of grace for the faithful

that they might worship one God in three Persons,//

indivisible and undivided.
v. (2) Praise the Lord, all nations! Praise Him, all peoples!

(Repeat: ““Like a rolling wheel, …” )

v. (1) For His mercy is abundant towards us; and the truth of the Lord endures for ever. 

The most radiant and all-wondrous Apostle Simon,

the teacher of the nations, the net of God,

draws us up from the depth of perdition

with the height of theology!

The true preacher now wisely leads all to the knowledge of Christ.

He sets before us his accomplishments//

as a pleasing feast of all good things.

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit.
Tone 2
(from the Menaion, for Apostle Simon)

Thou wast called the namesake of zeal, O admirable Simon,

for with zeal thou didst imitate the all-powerful God.

He revealed thee to be filled with divine miracles,

for having unusual zeal, O blessed one,

thou wast aptly called the zealot,

and didst obtain a calling consistent with thy character.

Therefore, as thou dwellest on high with the choirs of heaven, 

entreat the Word, O seer of God,//

that He grant us great mercy!

Now and ever, and unto ages of ages. Amen.
Tone 2
 (from the Pentecostarion)

When Thou camest to the Temple, O Christ, in the middle of the feast 

Thou taughtest the people, saying:

“Whoever believes in Me, even if he dies, he shall live.”
The Jews, the Pharisees, Sadducees and Scribes were enraged and cried:

“Who is this Man to utter blasphemies?”
They did not understand that Thou art our God,//

glorified with the Father and the Spirit before the ages! Glory to Thee!

(for Apostle Simon)

O all-wondrous Simon,

thou dost contemplate the beauty of God,

looking upon it as far as thou art able,

delighting in it through a higher union and deified by His gifts!

O ever-memorable preacher of Christ,
with joy thou didst reach the only divine One Whom thou didst desire,//

and now thou dwellest with the Angels.
 v: The heavens are telling the glory of God, and the firmament proclaims His handiwork. (Ps 18/19:1)
O most blessed Simon,

thou hast shown thyself to be a faithful mediator between God and men.

Now by thy truly bold supplications, 

turn Christ to us in steadfast love

and never cease to pray to the Lord//

that He grant our souls peace and great mercy!

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit.
Tone 6
(from the Menaion, for Apostle Simon)
Most holy Simon, Disciple and Apostle of Christ,

like a high-flying eagle thou didst soar over creation.

Thou didst burn up the falsehood of idolatry

with the fiery sound of thy teachings,

leading the nations out of the depths of ignorance

into the knowledge of God.//

Now pray to Christ that He be merciful to us on the Day of Judgment! 

Now and ever and unto ages of ages. Amen.
Tone 3
(from the Pentecostarion, by Germanus)
In the middle of the feast, 

let us glorify Him Who worked salvation in the midst of the earth! 

The Life was hanging on the Tree, between two thieves. 

He was silent with the one who blasphemed, 

but the one who believed heard: 

“Today thou shalt be with Me in Paradise.”
He descended into the tomb, destroying hell,// 

and arose on the third day, saving our souls.
