v. (8) Out of the depths I cry to You, O Lord.  Lord, hear my voice! 

Come, O people, let us hymn and fall down before Christ,

glorifying His Resurrection from the dead!//

For He is our God, Who has delivered the world from the Enemy's deceit!

v. (7) Let Your ears be attentive to the voice of my supplications!

(for the Feast of Transfiguration)
(Joseph of Arimathea)

Come, let us faithfully celebrate the divine Transfiguration of Christ;

let us be uplifted to the summit of the virtue of Christ’s Disciples,

that with them, being taught by the manifestation of the wonderful

Illumining it with His face, He uncovers the brilliance of His Godhead;

because of this, the terrified Disciples fell with their faces pressed to 

the ground//

and worshipped the Master of all.

v. (4) From the morning watch until night, from the morning watch, let Israel hope on the Lord!

(for St Herman)

Your evangelical light shines as a bright star;

lit by the burning fervor of your faith in Christ,

kindled in your youthful heart, it burned brightly.

Seeing it we say: “Grant mercy to all your people, O Lord,//

through the prayers of our blessed Father Herman!”

v. (3) For with the Lord there is mercy and with Him is plenteous redemption, and He will deliver Israel from all his iniquities.

(Repeat: “Your evangelical light shines …”)
v. (2) Praise the Lord, all nations!  Praise Him, all peoples!

With humble joy, O blessed Father Herman, You accepted the labor of a 

novice in Valaamo.

Once having put your hand to the plow,

you furrowed a straight and true path from Russia to the Aleutian 

shores.//

We, who follow his way, praise Christ our Lord.

v. (1) For His mercy is abundant towards us; and the truth of the Lord endures for ever. 

Your long and arduous journey across the dismal arctic wilderness

brought you to the safe harbor in Kodiak,

the field of your holy labor in America.

Here, as the least of an apostolic company,

you planted firmly the Cross of Christ

deep in the hearts of an ancient people.

Together with them, we cry aloud:

“O Blessed Herman,//

pray to Christ, the King of Glory, that our souls may be saved!”
