Lord, I call upon You, hear me!

v. (8) Out of the depths I cry to You, O Lord.  Lord, hear my voice!

Tone 4       (from the Pentecostarion, for the Feast) (You have given a sign)


Although You are passionless in Your divinity,

You suffered as a man, O Christ our God;       

You rose on the third day, despoiling death,  

raising with yourself all those held fast in corruption.

You ascended to the Father,  
promising to send the Comforter to Your Apostles,//

O almighty Jesus, the Savior of our souls!

v. (7) Let Your ears be attentive to the voice of my supplications!

“Why do you stand gazing into heaven?”  
cried the Angels, who appeared  as men
to those You had instructed in Your mysteries.

“He, Whom you have seen taken up by a radiant cloud,

will come again in the same way.

He will come to judge the world, as He said.”//       

Go, therefore, and accomplish all that He taught!                    

v. (6) If You, O Lord, should mark iniquities, Lord, who could stand?  But there is forgiveness with You. 

After Your rising from the tomb, O almighty Lord,       

You took Your friends to the Mount of Olives.   

Leading them to Bethany, You blessed them, O Word.       

There You ascended, upborne by the Angels,//     

O almighty Jesus, the Savior of our souls!                                        

v. (5) For Your name's sake I have waited for You, O Lord, my soul has waited for Your word; my soul has hoped on the Lord. 

Tone 4        (from the Menaion, for Apostle Bartholomew) (As one valiant)


You drew the ends of the earth out of the depths of vainglory

and evil ungodliness

with the net of your words, O divinely eloquent Apostle.

You brought them with faith to Christ God, 

Who had given you such grace.

You are His divine disciple and the preacher of His mysteries,//

O Apostle Bartholomew.

v. (4) From the morning watch until night, from the morning watch,  let Israel hope on the Lord!

Jesus our God, the Sun of glory
sent you to the whole world like a ray of light

to disperse the gloom of ungodliness, O all-glorious one,

and to enlighten all who sit in the darkness of ignorance.//

You made them heirs of the light, O divinely wise Bartholomew!

v. (3) For with the Lord there is mercy and with Him is plenteous redemption, and He will deliver Israel from all his iniquities.

Submitting to the will of Him Whose will all things obey,

you imitated Him as a teacher of righteousness.

Because of His suffering on the Cross,

you stand before your ultimate desire,

joining the chorus with the Angels and Apostles,

O glorious Bartholomew.//

You rejoiced as you drank the cup of death.

v. (2) Praise the Lord, all nations!  Praise Him, all peoples!

Tone 4   (from the Menaion, for Apostle Barnabas) (You have given a sign)
You have received invincible authority and power, O Apostle,

over demons in the Name of Christ,

to drive away the princes of darkness.

You traveled over the earth illumining it as brightly as the sun.

You were the first to arrive in Rome, O Barnabas,//

preaching the saving coming of Christ.

v. (1) For His mercy is abundant towards us; and the truth of the Lord endures for ever. 

You imitated the First Goodness

and the essential and all-divine life.

You became a good man in essence, O Barnabas,

receiving a name meaning “Son of Consolation.”

By the goodness of your character and purity of your mind,//

you showed yourself to be a true disciple of Christ!

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit;

(by Byzas)

O all praised Barnabas,

radiant vessel of the Holy Spirit and “Son of Consolation,”

even before Paul you were the foremost of the seventy disciples;

with Paul you preached the Gospel to the ends of the earth.

Therefore, fulfilling your talk of grace with your deeds,

you offered yourself as an immaculate whole burnt offering to Christ, your

Teacher.

O glorious Apostle, we pray to you:// 

“Ever pray that our souls may be saved in peace!”

 now and ever, and unto ages of ages.  Amen.

Tone 5
 (Theotokion – Dogmatikon)

In the Red Sea of old,

a type of the Virgin Bride was prefigured.

There Moses divided the waters;

here Gabriel assisted in the miracle.

There Israel crossed the sea without getting wet,

here the Virgin gave birth to Christ without seed.

After Israel's passage, the sea remained impassable;

after Emmanuel's birth, the Virgin remained a Virgin.
