v. (7) Let Thine ears be attentive to the voice of my supplications!
(Repeat: “Thou didst draw the ends of the earth … “

v. (6) If Thou, O Lord, shouldest mark iniquities, Lord, who could stand? But there is forgiveness with Thee. 

Jesus our God, the Sun of glory,

sent thee to the whole world like a ray of light

to disperse the gloom of ungodliness, O all-glorious one,

and to enlighten all who sit in the darkness of ignorance.//

Thou didst make them heirs of the light, O divinely wise Bartholomew.

v. (5) For Thy name’s sake have I waited for Thee, O Lord, my soul has waited for Thy word; my soul has hoped on the Lord. 

(Repeat: “Jesus, our God, the Sun of glory … “

v. (4) From the morning watch until night, from the morning watch,  let Israel hope on the Lord!

Submitting to the will of Him Whose will all things obey,

thou didst imitate Him as a teacher of righteousness.

Because of His suffering on the Cross,

thou didst stand before thine ultimate desire,

joining the chorus with the Angels and Apostles,

O glorious Bartholomew.//

Thou didst rejoice as thou didst drink the cup of death.

v. (3) For with the Lord there is mercy and with Him is plenteous redemption, and He will deliver Israel from all his iniquities.

Tone 4   (from the Menaion, for Apostle Barnabas) (Thou hast given a sign)

Thou hast received invincible authority and power, O Apostle,

over demons in the Name of Christ,

to drive away the princes of darkness.

Thou didst travel over the earth illumining it as brightly as the sun.

Thou wast the first to arrive in Rome, O Barnabas,//

preaching the saving coming of Christ.

v. (2) Praise the Lord, all nations!  Praise Him, all peoples!

Thou didst imitate the First Goodness

and the essential and all-divine life.

Thou didst become a good man in essence, O Barnabas,

receiving a name meaning “Son of Consolation.”

By the goodness of thy character and purity of thy mind,//

thou didst show thyself to be a true disciple of Christ!
v. (1) For His mercy is abundant towards us; and the truth of the Lord endureth for ever. 

Thou wast an instrument well-tuned by the action of the Spirit, O Barnabas.

Thou didst commit thyself to summoning the nations,

guiding them to the knowledge of Christ by thy words and deeds.

Thou didst enlighten all to confess the true divinity of Jesus,//

the Friend of Man and the Savior of our souls!
