a true ascetic, a comforter of the afflicted;

a quiet haven to those bestormed by the afflictions of life.

Pray, O holy Father Seraphim, that we who celebrate thine honorable 


memory,//

be granted peace and great mercy!

v. (1) For His mercy is abundant towards us; and the truth of the Lord endureth for ever. 

Today the faithful rejoice in thy memory, O holy Father Seraphim,

proclaiming thee with a loud voice.

Thou didst forsake the good things of this life for love of Christ

and went to live in wilderness of Saróv.
