Thomas, called the Twin, was not with the Disciples, O Christ,
when Thou camest to them through closed doors.
Therefore he doubted their word.
Thou didst not reject him for his faithlessness.
When he saw Thy side and the wounds in Thy hands and feet,
his faith was made certain. 
Having touched and seen, 
he confessed Thee to be truly God, not only man,//
crying: “My Lord and my God, glory to Thee!”

v. (5) For Thy name’s sake have I waited for Thee, O Lord, my soul has waited for Thy word; my soul has hoped on the Lord. 

(Repeat: “Thomas, called the Twin, was not with the Disciples, …”)

v. (4) From the morning watch until night, from the morning watch, let Israel hope on the Lord! 

The Disciples were assembled on the eighth day,
and the Savior appeared to them.   
He gave them peace and said to Thomas:
“Come, O Apostle!  Feel my hands, which were pierced by the nails!”
O most wonderful doubt of Thomas!
It brought the hearts of the faithful to knowledge.//

v. (3) For with the Lord there is mercy and with Him is plenteous redemption, and He will deliver Israel from all his iniquities.
