v. (9) The righteous will surround me; for You will deal bountifully with me. 

Christ was led as a sheep to the slaughter
in order to grant Resurrection to the human race.
The princes of hell were frightened by this,
for the gates of sorrow were lifted.

and co-inheritor of the inexpressible glory which is yet to be revealed, 
O glorious Quadratus, 
You wisely preached the holy Gospel,
leading those [dwelling] in the darkness of unbelief to the Light. 
Therefore keeping joyous festival//
we honor your all-sacred memory, O blessed bearer of God.

v. (5) For Your name's sake I have waited for You, O Lord, my soul has waited for Your word; my soul has hoped on the Lord. 
Having splendidly gained the knowledge of divine things,
like the Sun, you passed over the earth, 
enlightening all with the brightness of your teachings.
O witness of the divine mysteries, 
you enlightened the souls of those who were in darkness, 
driving away the prince of darkness together with his demons, 
who could not endure the brightness and divine grace 
and the all-powerful Spirit dwelling within you. 
O holy hierarch Quadratus,//
blessed intercessor for those who praise you.

v. (4) From the morning watch until night, from the morning watch let Israel hope on the Lord 
Strengthened by confessing God, 
adorned by marks of goodness, 	
yet driven away from Athens and your flock by lawless people, 
O all-blessed one, 
like a saving fountain you watered the earth 
and showed hearts once overgrown with the vanities of darkness to be fruitful.
As an apostle and disciple of Christ, //
O most faithful hierarch Quadratus, pray for those who praise you!

v. (3) For with the Lord there is mercy and with Him is plenteous redemption, and He will deliver Israel from all his iniquities.

Tone 1     (from the Menaion, for Phocas)   (Joy of the Heavenly Hosts)

Overthrowing the empty folly of idols by your sacred words,
you confirmed by faith unstable hearts,
and guided them to life, O Hierarch Phocas.//
You competed as an athlete and became a martyr of the Lord.

v. (2) Praise the Lord, all nations!  Praise Him, all peoples!

Having dyed your sacred vestment in the blood of your sacred body,
O most holy Father,
you truly received from Christ double crowns, O all-blessed one,//
and you dance with the Angels as you intercede for our salvation.

v. (1) For His mercy is abundant towards us; and the truth of the Lord endures for ever. 

You illumine the whole world with the rays of your miracles,
