v. (8) Out of the depths I cry to You, O Lord.  Lord, hear my voice!

	Tone 6	(Having placed all their hope)

Having established action, O blessed one,
as an entrance into true vision,
and vision as the end of divine action,
you implored Christ to show you the ineffable glory of the Father,
for every reasonable creature desires witness of God.
You received the One you desired, glorious one,
of Whom the Son is the image.//
Pray to Him boldly for our souls!

v. (7) Let Your ears be attentive to the voice of my supplications!

(Repeat “Having established action”)

v. (6) If You, O Lord, should mark iniquities, Lord, who could stand?  But there is forgiveness with You. 

(Repeat “Having established action”)

v. (5) For Your name's sake I have waited for You, O Lord, my soul has waited for Your word; my soul has hoped on the Lord. 

As Moses of old,
you were instructed by divine ascent.
Desiring to see God you spiritually saw His image.
You accepted the Son as knowledge and testimony of the Father,
for they are known as One Being:
the Unity honorably exalted by all,//
the Kingdom, Power, Glory and Worship!

v. (4) From the morning watch until night, from the morning watch  let Israel hope on the Lord! 

(Repeat “As Moses of old”)

v. (3) For with the Lord there is mercy and with Him is plenteous redemption, and He will deliver Israel from all his iniquities.

(Repeat “As Moses of old”)

v. (2) Praise the Lord, all nations!  Praise Him, all peoples!

O God-seer Philip,
you spoke with divine inspiration and the teaching of the Holy
 Spirit, 
sounding the Savior's heavenly Gospel in the world with a fiery tongue.
You burned all deceit to ashes like dried grass.
You proclaimed to the universe the Lord Christ,//

v. (1) For His mercy is abundant towards us; and the truth of the Lord endures for ever.

Tone 6	(by Byzantius)

You burn with the brilliance of a great light, O Philip,
shining as a light of the universe.
Seeking the light of God, you found illumination in the Son,
Whose image is equal to the first image.//
Implore Him,  O Apostle, to save those sealed by divine blood!

Tone 6	 (Theotokion – Dogmatikon)

Who will not bless you, O most holy Virgin?
Who will not sing of your most pure childbearing?
The only-begotten Son shone timelessly from the Father,
but from you He was ineffably incarnate.
God by nature, He became Man for our sake,
not divided into two persons but manifest as One in two natures.
Entreat Him, O pure and all-blessed Lady,//
to have mercy on our souls!
